History: World War 2 and the aftermath of World War 2

Pupils should be taught about:

A study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge
beyond 1066

A significant turning point in British history, for example, the first railways or the Battle of Britain

History: The origins, key events and achievements of the Ancient Kingdom of Benin

Pupils should be taught about:

A non-European society that provides contrasts with British history — one study chosen from: early
Islamic civilization, including a study of Baghdad c. AD 900; Mayan civilization c. AD 900; Benin
(West Africa) c. AD 900-1300

Geography: UK

eUse the eight points of a compass, four and six-figure grid references, symbols and key (including
the use of Ordnance Survey maps) to build their knowledge of the United Kingdom and the wider
world

eName and locate counties and cities of the United Kingdom, geographical regions and their
identifying human and physical characteristics, key topographical features (including hills,
mountains, coasts and rivers), and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects
have changed over time

Human geography, including: types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and
